b)  Before January 1, 1998, Novosibirsk State Technical University (Novosibirsk Institute of Electrical Engineering) issued Diplomas and Supplements of the USSR. The USSR provides educational programs in compliance with State Educational Standards of USSR. 

c)  In Russian Federation (RF) the educational workload is evaluated in «академические часы» (academicheskie chasy - academic hours or AH). 1 AH = 45 minutes.
