Russian Proficiency Test

The Russian Federation has a state system oftesting Russian
as a foreign language. Testing is supervised by the Ministry
of Education and Science. In Novosibirsk, the Russian
language testing center for foreign citizens is located at the
Novosibirsk State Technical University. According to federal
standards, there are 5 levels of RFL proficiency (preliminary
level and 4 certification levels), therefore, 5 testing levels
and 5 types of certificates issued for candidates who have
passed their tests. These certificates are state documents
that have no expiration date and are accepted by most
Russian and foreign organizations.

The required level of the Russian language proficiency
of applicants is certification level 1 for Bachelor’'s and
Specialist/Engineer programs of study and certification
level 2 for Master’s, Ph.D. and Post-Doctoral programs.
After the preparatory Russian course (1 academic year),
students take the Certification level 1 test. After obtaining
aBachelor’s, Specialist/Engineer or Master’'s degree (except
for degrees in philology), students take the Certification
level 2 test.

NSTU TORFL (TRKI) Center carries out testing at all levels
including the preliminary level required for obtaining the
Russian citizenship (monthly).

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Russian Language Courses at the
Faculty of pre-university Education

University preparatory course in Russian is designed for
those who are planning to apply for undergraduate or
graduate educational programs (technical, economic,
humanitarian).

The duration of the course is up to 2 years.

Russian as a Foreign Language

(according to proficiency level)
Groups of 5-8 students are formed according to the level
of Russian language proficiency determined by testing.
Individual study is possible. Special emphasis is placed on
improving listening comprehension and speaking skills,
correcting pronunciation and intonation.

Medical Insurance

The cost of the voluntary medical insurance is RUB 3,000
per year. Students pay the full cost of their policy. The
policy covers: consultations and treatment by a physician
at the NSTU clinic (room 17), laboratory diagnostics and
consultations at the medical center «Medikofarmservis», in-
patient treatment at hospitals of Novosibirsk, repatriation
to the home country.

The policy does not cover: dental care, treatmentof AIDS,
tuberculosis, mental illnesses and substance addictions,
pregnancy follow-up and childbirth.

In the absence of the policy, in case of iliness international
students pay the full range of medical services, except for
emergency aid.

After the occurrence of the insurable event (illness, injury) a
policy cannot be obtained.

Students can apply for a policy as they apply for their
registration document at the International Services of NSTU.
