Novosibirsk State Technical University and Japan University of Economlcs agree to cooperate on international
prograins based on the principle of reciprocity. i
This agreement provides. for the exchange of scholars, students, academic information and materials in the belief that the
agreement will enhance the research and educational processes at both universities and the establishment of such exchanges
will increase mutual understanding between their respective scholars and students.

1. Both universities agree to promote the following exchange activities based on their respective academit and educational
needs and objectives:

Exchange of faculty and scholats (professors, lecturers, or researchers);
Exchange of students;
» Exchange of academic information.and materials;
" Exchange of periodical academic publications;
Collaboration on joint research programs;
Collaboration on joint conferences;
Other academic exchanges to which both universities agree.
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2. The implementation of each exchange based on this agreement shall be separately negotiated and determined by both
universities. Efforts shall be made by both sides to find financial sources for carrying out the éxchange programs.

3. This agreement is in force for five years and it will renew automatlcally It is also subject to revision or modlﬁcatlon
by mutual agreement and is understood that either umvers1ty may terminate the agreement at any time.

4. This Memorandum of Understanding does not impose any legal or financial obligations or liabilities on either party.
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+ 5. There are two copies of this MOU in English, and each university will keep one identical copy.

6. This agreement is effective when the representatives of both unlver51t1es have affixed their signatures and seal to the
agreement. :

Each university shall fully honor the credits and grades awarded by the other, and those credits
and grades will be counted partlally as requ1rements for graduation from each university based on
its own system. ' : .

Each exchange student shall pay regular tuition fees to hlS or her own university dlrectly during
the period of exchange. The "host" university shall charge no additional tuition including entrance
and examination fees. However, exchange students from the "home". university will pay

- mandatory student fees (including insurance fee) as are charged by the host university.

The host uni\rersi{y shall accept no financial responsibility for exchange students' round trip travel
expenses and their own costs for accommodations and meals, books, transportation and other
personal expenses. _
JUE and NSTU shall offer advice to the ‘exchange students with respect to local arrangements,
such as accommodation, board, and transportation. :

The host university shall provide a letter of acceptance to each i mcommg student and will a551st

him/her in obtammg appropriate visas.

It is intended that the number of exchange students participating from JUE and from NSTU will ‘oe
approx1mately the same. '

Any difficulties or problems that arise in administering this agreement shall be settled by the Presidents,

or the Deans, or the Coordinators of the respective universities in mutual consultation.

This agreement will take effect when it is signed by the presidents of both universities angd it will be

continued to be valid unless and until it is terminated by a written notice of any S1gnatory party, or untﬂ

three years has elapsed w1thout successful implementation of the agreement.
