1. Why do you want to study this subject/course/research program?

Show your enthusiasm and passion for the subject. Make reference to relevant modules and
projects, or a dissertation from your undergraduate study, which have persuaded you to develop
your interest further. If you have a career aim, show how the course will help you to achieve this.
Explain the unique contribution your research will make to the university, as well as how it will
fit with existing research (if appropriate). If you have had to submit a research proposal, be
prepared to discuss this in detail.

2. Why this university/college?

Demonstrate that you are familiar with the research strengths of the department and how it is
regarded in the academic community. You should also highlight any specific aspects of the course
that you find particularly attractive, such as how it is structured, its range of study options, methods



of assessment or the quality of its facilities. If you already study at the university, present this as a
positive feature.

3. What skills can you offer?

Before your interview, you should be fully aware of your academic and transferable skills. You
should also identify the specific competencies each course provider is seeking. You could find out
this information on their website, by talking to them or looking through postgraduate forums
online.

Avoid just listing your skills and instead include examples, outlining the following:

e Where you gained the competency they require, for example, from experience at work or
university.

e How you perform it to a high level, for example, you may demonstrate good teamwork skills
by considering other people’s ideas, supporting colleagues and being responsible for your
individual task.

« How your expertise will benefit the course, for example, your analytical proficiency may help
your team to carry out in-depth research.

What do you intend to do after you have finished the course?

Interviewers want to ensure that you are committed to their course so you should be able to clearly
outline why you are applying and how you plan to use the qualification. Even if you do not have
a clear career objective at this stage, some sense of direction will signal that you are a serious
candidate.

4. How do you intend to fund your study?

Make sure you have prepared well for this question. Check out any possible sources of funding
including government loans and university scholarships well ahead of time to see if you are
eligible. Be prepared to show how you would fund a course yourself if you are not successful in
securing funding from other sources. Perhaps you will work and study part time or use a career
development loan.

5. Which part of your degree course did you enjoy the most?

This question is designed to ascertain whether you have a genuine enthusiasm for the study and
research you will be undertaking. Promote the aspects of your undergraduate study where you
excelled and demonstrate how this fired your interest. Show that you have researched the subject
and course you hope to study.

6. What do you feel are the main differences between undergraduate and postgraduate
study?

This is your chance to show that you have the skills and qualities needed for independent research
and study. Demonstrate that you understand that postgraduate study involves taking a more
proactive attitude to study, including independent reading, critical thinking, time management,
problem solving, tenacity and self-discipline.

7. What are your strengths?

Here, you can talk about anything that will make your application look positive. Mention your soft
skills, such as teamwork, organization, and ability to remain calm under pressure. Anything that
highlights how you have overcome a challenge is particularly useful, as this shows what type of
problem-solver you are. Remember, though, that you must have concrete, practical examples of
every skill that you mention. For example, ways in which you assisted team members to perform
effectively in a club, society or sports team or a time when you've persuaded others (for example



in a sales environment or negotiation situation, maybe in a part time job environment, or a time
when you made an effective presentation).

It is always good to demonstrate the skill of leadership and give details to show the depth of your
commitment. You do not have to hold an office or a title to display leadership — it can be
demonstrated in many different ways. Describing how you organized something or motivated a
group of people is just as impressive.

You should not mention anything that is irrelevant or obvious, or things that any graduate in any
discipline should have, such as the ability to use email, social media or word processors. You need
to sell yourself here, but make sure you do not sound too boastful either.

8. What are your weaknesses?

This is a classic postgraduate interview question. Choose a weakness that you are currently
succeeding in overcoming. For example, you could answer:

e 'l used to stress about deadlines, but now | allow myself plenty of time before a deadline
to make sure that | don't leave everything to the last minute.'

« 'l tend to be disorganized, but the calendar on my phone is helping me to stay organized so
I can be truly effective.'

Try not to say silly things that can really act against you, or sound corny or banal. Also, never say
that you do not have any weaknesses - we all do.

9. Do you think that your undergraduate record accurately reflects your effort and
ability?
This gives you the opportunity to explain a poor grade or a bad semester. You need to be very

careful here, and certainly do not want to come across as a moaner by blaming other people - for
example, your tutors.

However, this is your opportunity to let the interviewer know if you really did have extenuating
circumstances. It would be unusual to explain a whole year of poorer marks without serious
mitigation, and an interviewer would easily see through waffle and excuses, but an out-of-line
mark that you feel does not reflect your knowledge and ability could be highlighted. Ensure that
you rehearse your answers with other people beforehand.

10. Which academic or businessperson do you most admire and why?

When interviewers ask this question, they are trying to learn something about you through the
person that you admire most - so it is important to explain your choice. It is not enough just to give
a name; you need to know something about the person and why they inspire you. Try to avoid
well-known figures, unless you can say something original about them.

A variation on this question could be ‘what is your favorite book and why?' Again, the interviewer
is not looking for a detailed report. What they want is to learn more about you from the books that
you read. This is because your answer can indicate your interests, beliefs or goals.

4. Tlpumep BapHAHTAa KOHTPOJBHOMH padoThl
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This paper focuses on entrepreneurship of multinational companies’ (MNCs) subsidiaries and
examines the impact of corporate and local environmental contexts. This topic is timely and
important considering the increasing importance of overseas subsidiaries in MNCs’ strategy and
growth. The paper is well written and easy to follow. The existing literature is well cited. | also
applaud that the author/s measured the dependent variable and the independent variables in
different time periods, which helps address the causality issue. Below | will discuss my main

comments and suggestions.

1. The role of entrepreneurship in MNC subsidiaries. This paper is based upon the assumption that
subsidiary entrepreneurship is good for MNCs and addresses the question of what factors can
affect subsidiary entrepreneurship. While I concur that subsidiary entrepreneurship is becoming
increasingly important for MNCs, not all subsidiaries need to be entrepreneurial. It depends upon
the MNC’s strategic objectives in a particular subsidiary. For some subsidiaries, being innovative,
risk-taking and proactive are key to success while in others implementing headquarter strategy as
directed may be the most important. In other words, while examining subsidiary entrepreneurship,
one needs to consider the subsidiary’s role (or mandate) in the MNC system. This is probably the
key difference between entrepreneurship of a subsidiary and entrepreneurship of a standalone firm.
Of course, the paper examines the impact of subsidiary mandate (global subsidiary mandate) on
subsidiary entrepreneurship, which will be addressed later. But my point is that being
entrepreneurial or not (or the degree of entrepreneurship) may be an important part of a

subsidiary’s mandate instead of an outcome of its mandate.

2. The impact of local environmental contexts. The paper examines the effects of three local
environmental dimensions: dynamism, hostility, and complexity (H5-H7). The logic leading to
these hypotheses is clear. However, how does the context of MNC subsidiaries contribute to our
understanding of the relationship between environment and entrepreneurship? To make stronger
contributions rather than replicating previous studies in the context of MNC subsidiaries, the
author/s needs to more closely integrate the context of MNC subsidiaries into the arguments. Do
local environmental contexts shape the subsidiary’s mandate or do they directly affect the

subsidiary’s entrepreneurship, regardless its mandate?

3. The impact of corporate contexts. The impact of corporate contexts, or the headquarter-
subsidiary relationships, are unique to subsidiaries and thus has great potentials to add new
knowledge to our understanding of entrepreneurship. This study examines four corporate contexts:
global subsidiary mandate, autonomy, strategic control, and financial control (H1-H4). As noted
above, the level of entrepreneurship may be a part of a subsidiary’s mandate rather than an outcome

of its 2 mandate. A similar argument can be made regarding the relationship between autonomy



and subsidiary entrepreneurship. For a subsidiary whose mandate includes a high level of
entrepreneurship, it needs a certain level of autonomy. In summary, a subsidiary’s global mandate,
autonomy, and entrepreneurship may all depend upon the MNC headquarters’ strategic objectives
in the subsidiary. Therefore, even though we observe significant relationships among them, it does

not necessarily mean that there are causal relationships between them.

There have been major changes in the electricity supply industry since it was radically
restructured in 1990. These changes have included the growth of competition in supply and
generation, substantial improvements in efficiency and reductions in prices, improvements in
customer service standards and changes in the ownership of many licensed electricity companies.

V1. CONCLUSIONS

Our aim has been to assess the costs and benefits of the process of restructuring and
privatization of the RECs in the UK electricity supply industry. We do this by including the
regulator’s price reviews for the years until 2004—05. A social cost-benefit analysis is used to
achieve our aim.

1. We find a rapid increase in revenue of the distribution and supply businesses, leaving
per-unit revenue at an average of 22 per cent above the pre-privatization period level during the
first price control period.

2. We infer a restructuring and privatization cost (at 1995 prices) equal to £1.1 billion at a
6 per cent discount rate. This cost reduces the benefits of restructuring and privatizing the
distribution and supply businesses of the RECs.

3. From the experience of electricity supply industries in Northern Ireland and Scotland
and of Nuclear Electric, and from the performance of the area boards during the period 1979 to
1989, a 2 per cent p.a. counterfactual cost fall is considered reasonable.

4. Net efficiency gains from restructuring and privatization (relative to our central case),
which started accruing to consumers after 1999, amount to about £6.1 billion. We note that the net
efficiency gains of the RECs are very sensitive to the discount rate used, mainly due to the
skewness in the distribution of these gains.

5. Labor productivity nearly doubled in 1997-98 over its 1990-91 level. Productivity
growth during the period 1970 to 1987, of 2 per cent p.a., does not match the growth experienced
after 1994-95.

6. The regulatory structure (set before the creation of OFFER) that defined the initial price
controls during the early years of privatization did not contribute to cost decline. We find that the
benefits of restructuring and privatization came about mostly from institutional changes after 1995
and from distribution and supply Price Control Reviews of OFFER and Ofgem. The unit costs of
the RECs fell an unprecedented 20 per cent between 1994 and 1998.

7. As a base case, we find that consumers are expected to gain £1.1 billion (at 2 per cent
counterfactual cost fall and 6 per cent discount rate) relative to continued public ownership of the
RECs. With the NGC rebates they were offered in 1995-96, total benefits to consumers would be
about £2 billion; however, consumers lose at a 10 per cent discount rate. It is noted that, by 1998,
consumers have lost considerably from the restructuring and privatization of the RECs, and the
net benefits we derive from the SCBA are based on discounted (expected) future benefits.

8. The government would have gained about £5.0 billion (sale proceeds plus change in
taxes) from the restructuring and privatization of the RECs.

9. We observe that these results have happened at a time when there have been no
significant changes in the overall quality of supply. We find rapid increases in profits during the
first few years after privatization. The tough regulatory structures put in place have tried to erode
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these profits, and this intention was confirmed by the imposition of windfall taxes in 1997. With
the more stringent regulation, we wait to see more benefits accruing to consumers to cover the loss
in the initial periods after privatization. But tougher regulation designed to achieve greater levels
of ‘efficiency’ can also significantly alter the distribution of those gains away from producers,

inducing perverse effects on long-run efficiency, incentives, quality of supply and service
reliability

4. Tlpumep BapHAHTAa KOHTPOJBHOMH padoThl
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This paper focuses on entrepreneurship of multinational companies’ (MNCs) subsidiaries and
examines the impact of corporate and local environmental contexts. This topic is timely and
important considering the increasing importance of overseas subsidiaries in MNCs’ strategy and
growth. The paper is well written and easy to follow. The existing literature is well cited. | also
applaud that the author/s measured the dependent variable and the independent variables in
different time periods, which helps address the causality issue. Below | will discuss my main

comments and suggestions.

1. The role of entrepreneurship in MNC subsidiaries. This paper is based upon the assumption that
subsidiary entrepreneurship is good for MNCs and addresses the question of what factors can
affect subsidiary entrepreneurship. While I concur that subsidiary entrepreneurship is becoming
increasingly important for MNCs, not all subsidiaries need to be entrepreneurial. It depends upon
the MNC’s strategic objectives in a particular subsidiary. For some subsidiaries, being innovative,
risk-taking and proactive are key to success while in others implementing headquarter strategy as
directed may be the most important. In other words, while examining subsidiary entrepreneurship,
one needs to consider the subsidiary’s role (or mandate) in the MNC system. This is probably the
key difference between entrepreneurship of a subsidiary and entrepreneurship of a standalone firm.
Of course, the paper examines the impact of subsidiary mandate (global subsidiary mandate) on
subsidiary entrepreneurship, which will be addressed later. But my point is that being
entrepreneurial or not (or the degree of entrepreneurship) may be an important part of a

subsidiary’s mandate instead of an outcome of its mandate.

2. The impact of local environmental contexts. The paper examines the effects of three local
environmental dimensions: dynamism, hostility, and complexity (H5-H7). The logic leading to
these hypotheses is clear. However, how does the context of MNC subsidiaries contribute to our
understanding of the relationship between environment and entrepreneurship? To make stronger
contributions rather than replicating previous studies in the context of MNC subsidiaries, the
author/s needs to more closely integrate the context of MNC subsidiaries into the arguments. Do
local environmental contexts shape the subsidiary’s mandate or do they directly affect the

subsidiary’s entrepreneurship, regardless its mandate?

3. The impact of corporate contexts. The impact of corporate contexts, or the headquarter-
subsidiary relationships, are unique to subsidiaries and thus has great potentials to add new
knowledge to our understanding of entrepreneurship. This study examines four corporate contexts:
global subsidiary mandate, autonomy, strategic control, and financial control (H1-H4). As noted
above, the level of entrepreneurship may be a part of a subsidiary’s mandate rather than an outcome

of its 2 mandate. A similar argument can be made regarding the relationship between autonomy



and subsidiary entrepreneurship. For a subsidiary whose mandate includes a high level of
entrepreneurship, it needs a certain level of autonomy. In summary, a subsidiary’s global mandate,
autonomy, and entrepreneurship may all depend upon the MNC headquarters’ strategic objectives
in the subsidiary. Therefore, even though we observe significant relationships among them, it does

not necessarily mean that there are causal relationships between them.
