MEASURING THE FREQUENCY OF LIGHT TO NEW LEVELS OF PRECISION is now

possible, opening a new chapter in metrology which may lead to greatly improved determinations of
fundamental constants and one way of making powerful optical versions of atomic clocks. Even the
most advanced electronic equipment cannot directly measure electromagnetic frequencies higher
than roughly 100 GHz (in the microwave range, where frequencies can be counted in terms of the
number of oscillations induced in an electrical circuit). Now, researchers at the Max Planck
Institute for Quantum Optics have shown that a femtosecond laser pulse can be used as a "ruler"
for precisely determining the frequencies of visible light (which goes up to roughly a million GHz).
A femtosecond pulse does not contain a single frequency; rather, its spectrum consists of many
frequency peaks which give the appearance of a comb with the tips pointing upwards. The
researchers have now shown that the very regular spacing of these peaks can potentially be used to
measure differences of at least 20 THz between two electromagnetic waves with a precision as high
as 3 parts in 10M 7.
